Applicants must have been members of the Indiana Junior Angus Association, for
at least 3 years. If asked, they must show proof of membership.

e Submit proof of IJAA membership
e Completed scholarship application

These scholarships are not automatically renewed with the Indiana Angus
Auxiliary, but any junior may re-apply. Juniors can receive this scholarship award
no more than two times. Winners must show proof of being a college student in
your second, third, or fourth year.
